Prerequisites for Eligibility

· The company does not have any outstanding or pending bankruptcy, judgment or legal action which could impair the company’s ability to continue operating as a going concern;

· The company (as well as any parent, subsidiary or affiliate companies) is not listed in the UN Security Council Committee’s Consolidated List concerning terrorism or, if listed, this has been disclosed to ICAO in writing:

· The company (as well as any parent, subsidiary or affiliate companies) is not currently, and has not been in the last five years, under investigation or sanction by the United Nations, its field missions or any other United Nations organization (including the World Bank), or. any government of a United Nations Member State or, if so, such information, including all related circumstances, has been fully disclosed to ICAO in writing;

· The company fully accepts ICAO’s Terms and Conditions.
