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Effects of Interference from Cellular Telephones on Aircraft Avionic Equipment

Background

The attachment contains a report of activities conducted by the UK CAA to identify the susceptibility of avionics to interference from cellular telephones. According to the report, tests that exposed a set of aircraft avionic equipment to simulated cellphone transmissions revealed various adverse effects on the equipment performance. Although the equipment demonstrated a satisfactory margin above the original certification criteria for interference susceptibility, that margin was not sufficient to protect against potential cellphone interference under worst-case conditions.
