Scope 

This paper provides information on the current status of work within the UK on an aeronautical position towards WRC07.

Introduction 

World Radio Conference’s pose both an opportunity for as well as a threat to aviation.  It has also been proven by past experience that producing a position, even if it is only preliminary, at an early stage in the preparation for a World Radio Conference is an advantage.  

For World Radio Conferences 2000 and 2003 ICAO have produced an position paper which has formed the basis for State aviation representatives to argue the case for aviation within their own State.  This position has been produced under the guidance of WG F but with little assistance from members or States.  The UK has decided to take ICAO’s lead and produce a preliminary aviation position paper taking into account the interests of the commercial, business, general and military sectors of aviation. 

DISCUSSION
The attached paper is the UK preliminary aviation position towards WRC07.  It is realised that this position is likely to change as the work on preparations for WRC07 develop and to this end will be reviewed on a periodic basis (initially probably yearly).  It is provided here to aid in the development of an ICAO position towards WRC07. 
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
