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SUMMARY

This paper addresses WRC-07 agenda item 1.5 and in particular the aspects relating to Resolution 230 [COM7/5] (WRC-03) .  The object of the paper is to seek support for the allocation of new spectrum required to satisfy wideband aeronautical mobile telemetry and associated telecommand.


Introduction

WRC-03, COM 7/5, addressed “Consideration of mobile allocations for use by wideband aeronautical telemetry and associated telecommand”, and resolved that WRC‑07 be invited to consider the spectrum required to satisfy wideband aeronautical mobile telemetry requirements and associated telecommand between 3 and 30 GHz.  Additionally, ITU-R was invited to conduct studies to facilitate sharing between aeronautical mobile telemetry and the associated telecommand, and existing services.
