Liaison Statement TO working parties 8A, 8B, 8D and 8F

Improving the international spectrum 
regulatory framework

At its meeting on 9-10 December 2004, Study Group 8 considered a liaison statement from Study Group 1 (Doc. 8/53) regarding improving the international spectrum regulatory framework. Study Group 8 concluded that each of the Study Group 8 Working Parties should review the service definitions under their purview and report any conclusions directly back to Working Party 1B. For convenience, the text of Doc. 8/53 is reproduced below:

“Under Agenda item 7.1 of WRC-07, the conference will, inter alia, consider and approve the Report of the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau on the activities of the Radiocommunication Sector since WRC‑03. The results of studies related to Resolution 951 (WRC-03) will be an element in the Director’s Report. This Resolution, entitled “Options to improve the international spectrum regulatory framework”, was considered at the first Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM06-1) in July 2003, and assigned to Study Group 1 as responsible group for studies. At the last Working Party 1B meeting in Geneva (November 2003), a new Question on improving the international spectrum regulatory framework was developed by WP 1B and adopted by Study Group 1. (Question ITU-R 229/1).

Based on the above, Study Group 1 is seeking views to the following question:

1)
Regarding the radiocommunication service definitions found in Article 1 of the Radio Regulations do the current definitions reflect existing and evolving applications and system configurations?

if not, describe any difficulties or challenges that have been experienced; and

(ii) 
describe how the service definition may be modified, if necessary.

Study Group 1 would appreciate a response in time for the next meeting of Working Party 1B from 26 to 30 September 2005. Study Group 1 will collate all the received information and prepare a report to be considered by the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau.”
