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Introduction

Advance planning in Europe is now taking place in regard to the spectrum requirements for ATM/CNS in the years ahead..  In particular, country footnotes in aeronautical allocations which have the potential to restrict the full use of the frequencies in the band for aeronautical purposes have been identified.  This paper displays these footnotes and the details of their use and the recommended actions by the countries concerned.  WRC Item 1.1 is a standard Item in all WRC and addresses the question of deletion of country footnotes.  CEPT and ICAO positions include reference to the subject.   A complete picture of all footnotes in aeronautical  bands is contained in  ICAO Doc 9718.

Table of European Footnotes of interest

The Table lists country and other non aeronautical footnotes in bands allocated to aeronautical  services.    Also indicated is the CEPT and ICAO positions for WRC-2003.  The CEPT (and its member states) position is indicated in Annex 2 to CEPT/ECC/CPG 03(2002) 07.   The ICAO Position is that in ICAO State Letter.   A recommended action is indicated for footnotes other than these.    The code used is  D= Deletion recommended,  N = no position,

Conclusions

The summary above has listed all country footnotes of importance where they operate in aeronautical allocations.   With an expanding aviation traffic most of these allocations will experience increased pressures to maintain the capability for aviation to operate them.  In this regard some footnotes have increased importance, and this is particularly the case where there is a potential conflict either because of  technical or geographic incompatibility, or where the aviation service has  ah high safety criticality.  The footnotes which fall in to this category are :

S5.201, S5.202, S5.359

It is recommended that attention is given to the Table above, and particular attention paid to the 3 footnotes quoted in these conclusions. Spectrum managers are invited to communicate to their Radio Agencies the recommended actions. 
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
