to consider spectrum requirements for ensuring the safe control of the flight of Unmanned Air Vehicles (UAVs) including High Altitude Platforms 
Background/Reason:

The use of Unmanned Air Vehicles (UAVs) in the past has been limited, with a vast majority of flights being carried out by the military.  One reason for the limited number of flights has been the heavy restrictions placed on where and when these flights can take place due to concerns over the ability of UAVs to integrate safetly with  other manned aircraft.

With advances in technology the size, payload and performance of UAVs has increased significantly.  This has brought with it a commercial realisation of the potential uses for UAVs, including High Altitude Platforms for IMT2000, that the number of flights by civil UAVs is likely to dramatically increase. 

To facilitate UAV operations,  Civil Aviation Authorities will need to introduce  rules and regulations governing the use of UAVs.  One fundamental requirement for the introduction of these rules and regulations will be that command and control over the flight profile of a UAV can be maintained in all circumstances.  As part of this requirement there will be a need to identify suitable spectrum within which such command and control links can operate and for which sufficient secure protection is afforded.
