The first meeting of the, Working Group I was held in Montreal, Canada from the 5 th to 12th of June 2007.  This working group was formed based on the completion of the work being done by Working Group N and the need to continue the work assigned by the ACP for the development of ICAO Internet Protocol Suite (IPS) standards.  The Secretary spoke about organizational issues and the reason behind the reorganization of WG N to WG I and mentioned that the chairman had the latitude to organize to provide subgroups.

The meeting was attended by 6 experts and the Panel Secretary, Mr R. Witzen.  A list of the participants is in Appendix C (WP0103) to this report.  Sixteen working papers and 5 information papers (WP0102) were presented at the meeting.  The working papers are listed in Appendix B to this report.

AGENDA ITEM 3: DISCUSS OUTCOME OF ACP-1 MEETING 
3.1
Discuss Action Items from ACP-1 Meeting

3.1.1
The Secretary and the Chairman provided a verbal report of the ACP-1 meeting.  It was reported that ACP acknowledged the reports provided by WG N and approved the start of the work on VoIP and Mobility and the continuation of work on the Technical Manual and Guidance Material for IPS.  IP04 covers the terms of reference, and work program for WG I. 
3.1.2
Vaughn Maiolla, of SITA presented WP11 a paper on the recommendation for the inclusion of XML as a standard for the development of applications WP0111.  This is under review and the group asked for more information in support of this idea. Vaughn agree to provide more detailed information at the next meeting on possible implementation plans to support XML.
3.2 Review SGN1 13th Meeting Report
3.2.1
Kelly Kitchens presented IP10 (WP1320 – Report SWGN1 -13).  The report was covered to close out N1 subgroup and as an introduction into WG I. 

3.2.2
The Secretary presented WP06 on the results of the outcome of the candidate mobility solutions.  The mobility options have been presented to the working group and now a selection will be made to determine one or more options to be selected as the candidate solution for IP mobility.  Vic Patel was tasked to lead a group in finalizing the solution set for AG communication.  The outcome of this group will provide the mobility solution for the IPS Technical Manual for AG communication.
4.
AGENDA ITEM 4: DEVELOPMENT OF TECHNICAL MATERIAL ARISING FROM ANY NEW/REVISED REQUIREMENTS 
4.1 Review Approved Version of Annex 10, Chapter 3, SARPs
4.1.1
The Secretariat presented WP4 (Revised SARPs for th ATN).  This paper is a review of the material presented to ACP 1 in May 2007.    This paper presents a “clean” version of the amendments to Annex 10, Chapter 1 (Definitions) and Chapter 3 (Aeronautical Telecommunication Network) as agreed at ACP/1 (Re. Report ACP/1 on agenda item 3).
4.1.2
The WGI Rapporteur presented WP7 (Draft ICAO BGP numbering Plan).  This working paper is authored by Eivan Cerasi, in the absence of Eivan Cerasi, the Rapporteur presented the paper.  The paper provides the first draft of an ICAO BGP Numbering Plan, with identification for ICAO Region, location (Country), an d BGP AS numbers.  The current document will be distributed for review and may in the future become part of the IPS Guidance Material.  
4.13
The WGI Rapporteur presented WP8 (Excerps from SWGN1 reports on Autonomous System (AS) numbering, authored by Eivan Cerasi.  This paper presents summary of discussions at SWGN1 #10, #11 and #12 on autonomous system numbering plans.   The meeting is invited to review this material, together with the relevant working papers (11-WP08 and 12-IP05).    
4.1.4
Wes Eddy presented WP12 (Updates on IETF mobility activities).  This working paper presents the status of some relevant IETF activities.  The four IETF groups working on Mobile IPv6 are (1) MIP6, who is handling extensions to the main Mobile IPv6 protocol, (2) NEMO, who has extended Mobile IP to scalable support entire mobile networks, (3) MONAMI6, who is tasked with supporting the use of multiple links and Home Agents, and (4) MIPSHOP who produces performance enhancements to streamline Mobile IPv6 signaling.  An IRTF research group (MOBOPTS) also investigates more long-term or wider-scale issues in mobility.  The next IETF meeting is in Chicago in late July.  NASA will send some attendees to move the aviation requirements for NEMO Route Optimization forward, and monitor the other relevant mobility and security activities to help them proceed amicably for ICAO’s interests.

4.1.5
Wes Eddy presented WP9 (ICAO IPv6 allocation planning – status as per 5 June 2007), authored by Terry Davis.  This paper presents the status as per 5 June 2007 of the discussions between Terry Davis, acting on behalf of ACP and ICAO and IANA on the allocation of AS numbers and IPv6 addresses to ICAO to support the ATN/IPS implementation.  The Secretariat will review the recommendations and provide an output at the next WGI meeting..  
4.1.5
Vic Patel presented WP10 (Security work program – inputs for ACP WGI). This paper presents details on the Information Security proposed tasks for WG I.  The proposals were reviewed, only comment is that all work will be in the area of IP.  The security subgroup to be formed soon will address these issues.
4.2 Review the Latest Version of the IPS G-G Manual on Detailed Technical Specifications
4.2.1
The WGI Rapporteur presented WP5 (Manual on Detailed Technical Specification for the ATN/IPS).  This version of the manual is the same version that was presented to ACP-1 which is the current baseline document.  
4.2.2
The working group discussed adding content for VoIP and mobility to the Technical Manual.  Recommendations for this information and how to interleave it into the current Technical Manual will be presented at the next WG I meeting. Kelly Kitchens took an action to propose an approach at the next WGI meeting.
4.3 Review and develop Guidance Material to support the Technical Manual
4.3.1
The WGI Rapporteur presented WP13 (Table of contents (TOC) for Guidance Material for IPS).  This paper proposes an outline to be considered for the Guidance Material for IPS.  The working group proposed sending this paper to the subgroup which will be tasked to bring all the IPS Guidance Material together.
4.3.2
The WGI Rapporteur presented WP16 (ATN IPS Guidance Material papers for review).  The purpose of this paper was to gather consensus from subgroup members as to which papers should be input into the guidance material.   This paper will be forwarded to the Guidance material subgroup, for review and recommendation of paper to review for incorporation into the IPS Guidance Material. 
4.4 New Papers
4.4.1
The Secretariat presented IP5 (Voice Switching Annex 10).  This paper was presented to the group to determine if changes to Annex 10, need to be considered if VoIP is included on the future work program.  Kelly Kitchens informed the group that most of the voice switch requirements listed in Annex 10 is specific to telco, and that using VoIP netcentric operations is a new and difference medium for voice transmission.  The recommendation from Kelly is not to modify the requirements, and just insert  a place holder which will direct countries who want to implement VoIP to the IPS Technical Manual.  
4.4.2
The WGI Rapporteur presented WP14 (VoIP papers for review).  This paper lists material submitted to SWGN1 over the past two years on VoIP.  The paper will be used as guidance for VoIP standards development.  This document will be forwarded to the VoIP subgroup.  
4.4.3
The WGI Rapporteur presented WP15 (ATN Manual of Detailed Technical Specification for IPS Justification).  This paper is a table of IPS RFC with a colum for comments on justification.  The purpose of this document is to establish a baseline list of RFCs being recommended with rational for future users of the IPS Technical Manual(WP0115), on the reasoing behind the inclusion of the RFC in the Manual.    
4.4.4
The Secretariat presented IP11 (Draft Report of the 2nd Meeting of the ATN Implementation Coordination Group of APANPIRG (ATNICG/2)).  The meeting reviewed the report.  The section on IPS was somewhat misleading; the Secretariat will contact the ICAO APANPIRG Secretariat for clarification of some issues in the paper relating to IPS.
