General
The formatting of section headings is a confusing mess.  In some sections level 4 headings are centered while in others level 2 headings are left justified.  Pick a standard and use it consistently.

Page 1B-10
Section 5.5.1.1, third paragraph, second sentence: “push to talk” should be “push-to-talk”.

Page 1B-11
Section 5.5.2.1.3, first paragraph, second and third sentences: Reference is twice made to Figure 5-2a which is missing.

Section 5.5.2.1.3, first paragraph, third sentence: “a M burst” should be “an M burst” as in the first sentence of the following paragraph.


Section 5.5.2.1.3, first paragraph, fifth sentence: “a H burst” should be “an H burst” as in the third sentence of the following paragraph.

Section 5.5.2.1.5, Note 2, fourth sentence: “suiTable” should be “suitable”.

Page 1B-14
Section 5.5.3.1, second sentence: “(1 symbol” should be “(1 symbol”.

Page 1B-87
Figure 5-3a: Title, text is cut off vertically at bottom and truncated horizontally at the end.  This could be an artifact of PDF conversion.

Page 1B-89
Table 6-1, row 6: “ISO8208” should be “ISO 8208”.


Table 6-1, row 7: “ISO8473” should be “ISO 8473”.

Page 1B-95
Section B.2.1.7, second sentence: “whichthe” should be “which the”.

Page 1B-96
Section B.2.3, Title: Section number and title are repeated. Delete second occurrence.

Section B.2.8, Title: Insert blank line above title to separate from Figure B-7.

Section B.2.11, First sentence: “Figure F-10” should be “Figure B-10”.

Section E.5.2.9.1.6: Insert blank line after section.

Section E.6.3.3.1: In items a) and b) the diagnostic code and cause code pair are identical.  Not sure which is correct but I believe the pair should be unique for each situation.

Section E.6.4.4.3, second sentence: “tot the” should be “to the”.

Section E.6.4.4.6, First sentence: “(I.e.,” should be “(i.e.,”.
