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	Problem description:
	The definition of “ground system” in the VDL SARPs is very ambiguous. It can be interpreted to be a service provider, ground NET or a specific air/ground router.  It is necessary that the ground system be synonymous to a specific air/ground router DTE for VDL link establishment and handoffs to perform efficiently.

	Background:
	The actual definition of "ground system" is 1 VME per “Ground System”, i.e. DSP, and 1 VME per airborne peer connected to the system. Any other definition that tries to hard-link VDL and ATN could unduly constrain the implementation of the SARPs. The SARPs clearly define  a Ground System in:
