Or it is not a minimum time, so an aircraft shall connect as soon as it receives a valid uplink (or a valid uplink of its most prefered system), and in this case, the word minimum and the condition a) shall be deleted : because with this understanding, if TG1 expires, it means that no valid up link have been received, so we can not connect to a ground station.
