1.1 
The meeting was opened by the Rapporteur, Mr. L. Jónasson, the ACP Member nominated by Iceland.

1.2
The meeting was addressed by Robert Witzen, the ICAO Secretary for ACP.
1.3
The Agenda, as communicated by the Rapporteur was approved.

The approved Agenda is in Appendix A.

There were 14 participants.  The list of participants is in Appendix B.

Working Papers were submitted prior to as well as during the meeting.  The Working Papers are listed in Appendix C.

2.
Introductions

2.1
The Rapporteur asked the members to introduce themselves and introductions were made.

3.
On-Board Integration Issues With VDL Modes 2, 3 and 4
3.1
This agenda item is covered in the Report of the Combined Meeting of WG-B/17 and WG-M/9.
4.
Maintenance of SARPs/Manuals for current COM Systems (HFDL, VDL and AMSS)
4.1
At this meeting, Amendment Proposals were introduced and addressed for VDL Modes 3 and 4.

4.2
VDL Mode-4.
4.2.1
A review of Document 9816 (the VDL Mode-4 Manual) was presented to the meeting by Eurocontrol (WP#13).  This review revealed that some minor editorial and typographical corrections were required.  The Amendment Proposal provided suggested changes to Document 9816, as well as reasoning for those changes.

4.2.2
The Rapporteur noted that these were the first Amendment Proposals since the publication of the Manual.

4.2.3
The meeting agreed that the changes were editorial in nature and the Amendment Proposal was accepted.  The Secretary announced that ICAO will put an abbreviated version of WP#13 on the “Updates To Manuals” page of the ACP Web Site together with an explanatory note of the status of the proposed change (accepted by ACP WG-M, but not by the Secretary General as an official ICAO Manual is).  See Action Item 7.
4.3
VDL Mode-3.
4.3.1
The FAA presented to the meeting a set of suggested Amendment Proposals for the VDL Mode 3 Technical and Implementation Manuals (WPs #14 - #21).
4.3.2
The FAA provided to the meeting a background to the suggested Amendment Proposals.  They stated that during their validation work, as well as during work on RTCA MASPS and MOPS documents during the period of last two years, a number of issues had come up.  These issues are all addressed in the Amendment Proposals.
4.3.3
The FAA provided an overview of the changes in the Amendment Proposals.  Issues mentioned were, to mention a few: concerns regarding multiple radios being tuned onto the same channel, protocol improvements, address space increase, clarification of definitions, clarifications of text.
4.3.4
The meeting was also reminded of a working paper which was introduced to the combined WG-B and WG-M meeting (WP # 4).  In this paper, there were a number of implementation hardships identified both in regards to the VDL Mode 3 Manuals (Doc 9805) and the ATN Manual (Doc 9705). 
4.3.5
During the meeting, the FAA worked with ENRI to see if the Amendment Proposals as presented by the FAA fulfilled ENRI’s concerns with regards to WP # 4 of the combined WG-B/17 and WG-M/9 meeting.  

4.3.6
It is believed that the Amendment Proposals as presented by the FAA do satisfy ENRI’s requirements.  ENRI will take action to verify that WPs #14 - #21 address all those concerns appropriately, and will relay their findings back to the FAA and WG-M.  See Action Item 8.

4.3.7
It was noted by the Rapporteur that there are some ATN issues in the ENRI paper that need to be addressed by WG-N.  ENRI informed the meeting that an ENRI representative would present a working paper to WG-N at their meeting in November.
4.3.8
The Secretary asked the FAA to ensure that all the changes introduced at AMCP/8 were also included in their Amendment Proposals for VDL Mode-3 with the view that one single set of agreed amendments to the VDL Mode-3 Manual would be made available on the ACP Website.  The FAA said that they would verify this after the meeting and relay their response to the Secretary together with a full set of Amendment Proposals to be published on the ACP Web Site.

5.
Development of AMSS Core SARPs and Guidance Material (Manual)
5.1
The meeting and the AMSS sub-group reviewed the text of the draft NGSS SARPs that had been developed at AMCP/7 and subsequently was reviewed by States, but had not been incorporated in Annex 10.  This exercise was done with a view to propose a final draft version of a set of generic “Core” SARPs for current and future AMS(R)S systems.  At the same time the meeting examined the existing set of standards for AMSS that are in Volume III, Part I, Chapter 4, to verify whether any of that text should also be included in the Core SARPs.  All other text in Chapter 4 was proposed to be moved to a Technical Manual, along with the associated Guidance Material, which would be tentatively known as the Manual on Aeronautical Mobile Satellite Service (AMSS).  The working paper provided by ICAO and reviewed by the meeting was WP #22.
5.2
The AMS(R)S service as described in WP # 22 is for safety and not Airline Operational Communications (AOC).   It does not address any of the other type of communications such as airline passenger communication or public correspondence.  The AMS(R)S material will not contain any non-safety services.  
5.3
The new Core SARPs as developed do not contain any significant changes to the NGSS material but include any necessary regulatory requirements as already in Annex 10 and those applying to the International Telecommunications Union (ITU).

5.4
The text was generally agreed by the meeting and can be found in Appendix F.

5.5
A number of editorial changes were proposed for the Core AMS(R)S SARPs as presented in WP #22.  The changes include:
· replace the acronyms “NGSS” by “AMS(R)S” system” throughout the text.

· move information that was originally contained in several “Notes” to a “Definitions” section.
· modify several delay characteristics values to take into account the existing AMSS, and add new “Recommendations” to reflect the values of the original NGSS text

· delete the paragraph on “voice service interfaces” as it is an implementation related requirement and does not offer specific details.

5.6
No changes were proposed for the existing Volume III, Part I, Chapter 4 SARPs and Attachment A to Part I, the Guidance Material for MASS, so that this material may be moved intact into a new Technical Manual.

5.7
Some text was moved from Chapter 4 into the Core SARPs in order to better define the overall AMS(R)S requirements.  This includes the following:
· from 4.1.3.1 into 12.2.2 to give a description to a “level of system capability”, and, 

· from 4.2.1.1.1 into 12.4 to describe the requirements for priority and preemptive access to ca channel for message types that are described in Volume II, 5.1.8, for further consideration.

5.8
Items that remain outstanding or may require further examination include the following:

· the requirement in 12.3.1.1 to reference the necessary ITU provisions for frequency bands that may be used to provide AMS(R)S.
· the Recommendation in 12.3.2.3.2 related to interference by AMS(R)S into the radionavigation satellite service band 1559-1610 MHz, in particular regarding the protection the of GLONASS (see also 5.11 below).  This text remains in square brackets, to be verified as meeting the requirements of the GNSS SARPs that are contained in Volume I.

· On this issue coordination with the NSP may be necessary.

· the requirements in 12.4 for priority and preemptive access, where the text from Chapter 4, 4.2.1.1.1 may be appropriate.

5.9
The next step in the task toward completion of the Core SARPs for AMS(R)S and a Technical Manual for AMSS will be to finalise 12.3.1.1, 12.3.2.3.2, and 12.4, and to develop a working paper for ACP with the complete proposal for consideration.  This will be done by correspondence, and will be coordinated by the Rapporteur and ICAO.
5.10
There was a general discussion during the meeting on what “Safety of Life” service material should be included in the Core SARPs and what should be in the Technical Manual.

5.11
It was agreed by the meeting that the WP #54 from AMCP/8, which was presented by Russia and discusses the Russian satellite system GLONASS, would be investigated with regards to its applicability to the AMS(R)S SARPs and Technical Manual.

6.
ADS-B Polling with regards to AMSS
6.1
Nothing was presented on this subject at this meeting.
7.
AMSS, log-on procedures in the event of a satellite failure
7.1
Nothing was presented on this subject at this meeting.
8.
ATN Maintenance sub-group (status)
8.1
There was nothing new on this subject presented at this meeting.

9.
Future Work
9.1
The Secretary informed the meeting that the next Panel Meeting, ACP/1 is now scheduled for 2006.
9.2
It is expected that there will be a Working Group of the Whole Meeting to take place in June/July 2005 to review urgent issues of WG-M.
9.3
The next meeting of WG-M is expected to take place in late 2005.  There may be a need, depending on the work of AMS(R)S and the outcome of WG-N to have a WG-M meeting prior to the Working Group of the Whole Meeting.

9.4
The next WG-M meeting may be held in combination with one of the other ACP WG such as WG-B, WG-C or WG-N.

9.5
The Secretary requested the meeting to review the new ICAO ACP website which can be found at www.icao.int/anb/panels/acp.  This new website is still under development and completion is targeted by December 2004.

Closing

The Rapporteur thanked Mr. Dave Sim of ICAO for all his hard work on the draft AMS(R)S Core SARPs and Technical Manual as well as for chairing the subgroup on issues raised under Agenda Item # 5.
