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SADIS REQUIREMENTS ISSUES
(Presented by the United Kingdom)
	SUMMARY

This short information paper outlines two issues relating to the requirements for the broadcast of information on the SADIS and the difficulties encountered in attempting to meet  those requirements.



1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 This short IP is intended to raise some issues to complement Working Paper 4, produced by the Secretariat which covers the provision of data on the SADIS broadcast.
2. Requests for Information USING NON DOC 7910 LOCATIONS

2.1 During the last year of operation the SADIS Provider State received requests for specific information relating to aerodromes in Afghanistan and Iraq. These related to information included in Annex 1 as well as a number of aerodromes that were not included.

2.2 Whilst the SADIS Provider state is happy to enable , where at all possible, the promulgation of Annex 1 data on the SADIS broadcast the requirement was more complex in this situation because the data was being issued under US military location indicators, commencing with K and including numerals, rather that the location indicators published in ICAO Doc. 7910 and Annex 1.

2.3  This information was eventually included in the broadcast, following agreement with the data providers but there are still considerable concerns regarding the provision of data using non ICAO Doc. 7910 location indicators. These relate to the ability of end users to recognise and validate messages using headers that are not widely published.

3. GAMET Provision

3.1 The SADIS Provider State receives new requests for GAMETs as the GAMET service extends within the EUR Region. It would be preferable for  the onus placed on states to ensure that when a new GAMET service is launched they make arrangement for the promulgation of the reports to SADIS. Within the EUR Region this can be done by coordinating with the responsible MOTNE Centre as existing procedures would automatically notify the SADIS Provider State of the availability of the information for promulgation. This would be much more efficient that waiting for someone with knowledge of the service complaining that it isn’t on the broadcast resulting in the SADIS  Gateway Team having to chase the information down.
