SUMMARY OF BMG ACTIVITIES
(Presented by the United Kingdom)
	SUMMARY

This information paper outlines the activities of the BMG, since SADISOPSG/11, that have a bearing on the SADIS service.


1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 This paper is intended to summarise the activities of the EUR Bulletin Management Group that have direct relevance to the affairs of the SADISOPSG Group. Since SADISOPSG/11 the BMG has met 3 times and has carried out routine data monitoring on two occasions.

2. SIGMET Format Survey

2.1 Following a conclusion of BMG 25 meeting, the BMG FP has upgraded the monitoring tool in order to register and validate the syntax of SIGMET bulletins against the Amd 73 provisions. The results of the SIGMET Format survey which took place at the EBBR AFTN/CIDIN centre between 01-14/09/2006 were  presented to the group. There were also listed examples of most used non-compliant format recorded. Although the level of compliance of the European SIGMETs has improved and is considered relatively high, many of the SIGMETs originated from other regions still are non-compliant.
2.2 With regard to the definition of the 80% threshold of valid messages, requested by SADISOPSG for the implementation of the new validation procedures, it was noted that it refers to 80% of all the SIGMET messages received (not MWOs) from all the regions.
2.3 The group was presented with a proposal for the update of the analysis tool specifications to include provisions for recording additional fields from the SIGMET messages. The group reviewed the proposal and endorsed it. 

3. Annex 1 Updates
3.1 It was noted that SADIS User Guide Annex 1 updates routinely provided by ICAO, Montreal where not supplied in time for the BMG Monitoring exercise held at the start of 2007 and thus the Performance Indices were calculated on the basis of a previous issue. ICAO, Montreal explained that the delays were due to the conversion of the Annex 1 data to the new database format. The information duly arrived in March.

3.2 A paper presented the results of the SADIS availability and regularity indices calculation for the monitoring period 1-14 Feb 2007. For the first time, both results from the monitoring at the SADIS Gateway and EHDB have been presented together. The overall trend showed an improvement of the availability and regularity, although some results needed more investigation. In particular, there was still encountered a higher availability at EHDB than at the SADIS Gateway. While this can not be possible, it was believed that the discrepancies could be based on the way the NIL and retard bulletins are recorded at the two places and further investigation was considered necessary.
4. BULLETIN TIMELINESS

4.1 A pilot study into the potential improvements was endorsed by BMG/24. Five countries, Belgium; Switzerland; France; Austria and the UK (and subsequently Germany) reviewed their internal generation process and found solutions to bring the timeliness of the METAR in line with the ICAO Annex 3 requirements without increasing the number of retarded reports. Attachment 1 to this paper, shows the improvement in major bulletin timeliness that could be achieved in a relatively short time.

4.2 At BMG/25 the group noted the significant improvements in timeliness that had been achieved by the six states involved. It was felt that if timeliness improvement was to form part of the ongoing work of the BMG then it would be useful to define a metric (index) of timeliness to allow meaningful comparisons to be made.

5. Amendment 74 Changes to TAFS
5.1 As stated in the Decision 16/2 of the METG, a Project Team was established to align regional procedures to Amendment 74 to Annex 3 related to the issuance of TAF. After the initial working of the project team, a number of proposals have been derived for the amendment of EUR ANP with regard to the TAF production, such as:

· period of validity of either 9 hours or 24(30) hours

· issuance of TAFs 30 minutes prior to commencement of validity

· renewal of the TAFs every 3 hours (both for FC and FT)

5.2 The Project Team asked the BMG to investigate the impact of these changes to the operational activities. It was also discussed about the impact that the TAF bulletins with different validity periods could have.

5.3 The group agreed that these changes could have a serious impact on:

· The way that the messages are stored and extracted from the databanks.

· The validation procedures

· The compilation/recompilation procedures

· The documentation (EUR OPMET Handbook, SADIS Handbook)

5.4 The BMG members shall continue investigate the impact of the proposed changes to the operational activities and send their comments to the BMG Rapporteur, who will act as a focal point. Based on these comments, a paper should be derived to be presented to the Project Team for consideration and to METG.

6. ACTION BY THE SADISOPSG
