2.3.7 Qualifier ‘TRAFFIC’

In the example of article 2.3.7.3, the NOTAM Code for ‘VFR REPORTING POINT ID CHANGED’ is ‘QAPCI’ and the given NSC ‘Traffic’ Qualifier for ‘QAPCI’ is ‘IV’. However, the subject is VFR reporting point, so this example describes the use of ‘V’ instead of ‘IV’. 

Macau follows NSC in Doc. 8126, so the NOTAM Code will be ‘QAPXX’ because NSC expects no exception.
Comments:

Macau requests ICAO to clarify this. 
The OPADD is guidance, so this kind of usage of the codes should be described in NSC in Doc. 8126. Another option is to make changes to the example in the OPADD to strictly comply with NSC. That means, for 2.3.7.3, the code for ‘VFR REPORTING POINT ID CHANGED’ is ‘QAPXX’..
