	ICAO Recommendation:

The Safety and Economic Regulation Sector should establish and implement a runway safety programme and ensure that it includes provisions regarding radiotelephony, phraseology, language proficiency, ATS procedures, standard and performance
requirements for equipment, aerodrome lighting and marking, aerodrome charts, operational aspects, situational awareness and human factors.
DGCA agrees with the finding of the ICAO audit team regarding the runway Safety program. DGCA-S&ER will organize a meeting of the runway safety committee to address ICAO audit team recommendation. Currently, runway safety committee is in the process of completing a runway Safety Risk Management Document to identify all hazards on the maneuvering areas. It is expected that Runway Safety Program will cover all hazards and ensure an adequate implementation of all ICAO safety related provision covering radiotelephony, phraseology, language proficiency, ATC procedures, standard and performance requirements for equipment, aerodrome lighting and marking, aerodrome charts, operational aspects, situational awareness and human factors.
