	Proposal for the revision of the protection criteria considered in the ITU-R Recommendation M.1466. 


1. INTRODUCTION

The Recommendation M.1466 has been revised in January 2017 to incorporate a new application operated under radionavigation service.
2. DISCUSSION

The protection of systems operated under radionavigation service as defined in Article 4.10 of the Radiocommunication Regulations needs to take into account the safety of life aspects of the functions.

“4.10

Member States recognize that the safety aspects of radionavigation and other safety services require special measures to ensure their freedom from harmful interference; it is necessary therefore to take this factor into account in the assignment and use of frequencies.”

Then as no redundancy systems can ensure the same functionalities for the Enhanced Flight Vision System EFVS (system 3 described in the version 1 of ITU-R Recommendation M.1466), the protection criteria value of -6dB for I/N provided in “recommends 3)” may need to be reviewed to -10dB.
