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	SUMMARY

	This working paper proposes to a revision to the draft guidelines on the protection of aeronautical MES receivers operating in the frequency band 1 518-1 559 that are attached to Appendix F of the Meeting Report from FSMP-WG/9 held over 22-30 August, 2019, in Montreal, Canada.  The revision is in response to FSMP Action Item number: 09-01.
ICAO FSMP is invited to review and update the guidance note, and consider its publication if agreed.


1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 The Frequency Spectrum Management Panel (FSMP) has been considerating the issue of mobile service communications adjacent to 1518-1559 MHz Satcom band for some time now and has developed the document: “Proposal for draft guidelines that may be considered by spectrum regulators to ensure the protection of aeronautical MES receivers operating in the frequency band 1 518-1 559 MHz, from the introduction of IMT/LTE in the frequency band below 1518 MHz”.  These  draft guidelines are attached as Appendix F to the ICAO FSMP Meeting Report of FSMP-WG/9, 22-30 August 2019.  

1.2 In response to FSMP Action Item number 09-01, this working paper proposes revisions to the draft guidelines for further consideration within FSMP (please see the attached document having revision marks showing the proposed edits, together with the ‘clean’ copy of the document with the proposed edits accepted).  By way of summary, the proposed text for the Introduction Section of the draft guidelines is, in the main, replicated from text of the liaison statement from ICAO to WP 4C and 5C in February 2019
, while the edits for the Annex section of the draft guidelines have been proposed to improve the readability of the text.

2. DISCUSSION 

2.1 ITU-R Working Parties 4C and WP5D are still in the process of finalising the Draft new Recommendation and Report ITU-R M.[REP/REC MSS & IMT L-BAND COMPATIBILITY].  The progress of work has been adversely affected by the lack of time for discussion allocated within the available time for the virtual ITU-R meetings, and also because of divergent views among some participants.
2.2 In light of the delayed progress in finalising the above ITU-R deliverables, which is in response to studies identified within Resolution 223 (Rev. WRC-15), as amended by WRC-19, it is proposed ICAO FSMP look to finalise any guidance note on this matter without the availability of the final outcomes from the ITU-R studies, and to formulate its view of the necessary protection requirements for the protection of aeronautical L-band AES receivers.

2.3 Inmarsat thanks ICAO FSMP and the membership for the time it has provided for discussion of this issue at the previous meetings, and welcomes the consideration of the further edits to the draft guidelines and its finalisation at this or the next meeting.
