Review of Appendix 27 of the Radio Regulations to accommodate digital aeronautical HF technologies

1	to identify any necessary modifications to Appendix 27 for the AM(R)S between 2 850 and 22 000 kHz, noting recognizing c);
2	to identify any necessary transition arrangements for the introduction of new digital aeronautical wideband HF systems and any consequential changes to Appendix 27;
3	to recommend how new digital aeronautical wideband HF systems can be introduced while ensuring compliance with safety requirements and with recognizing e);
4	to define the relevant technical characteristics and to conduct any necessary sharing and compatibility studies, taking into account noting e), with incumbent services that are allocated on a primary basis in the same or adjacent frequency bands to avoid harmful interference in accordance with recognizing e);  
5	to complete the studies in time for WRC-23.
Working Party (WP) 5B has been designated by CPM23-1 as the responsible group to conduct the studies called for in Resolution 429 (WRC-19).
WP 5B thanks WP 6A for the contribution to WP 5B (Doc. 5B/6) to facilitate sharing and compatibility studies. 
To support any necessary sharing and compatibility studies in accordance with resolves 4 and 5 of Resolution 429 (WRC-19) to be carried out within WP 5B, ICAO, WP 5A and WP 5C are invited to provide any relevant information.
WPs 3L and 3M are also kindly invited to provide information on the relevant propagation models that should be used for the studies.
[bookmark: _GoBack]WP 5B has also invited the membership to provide characteristics and protection criteria for radiocommunication systems operating and intended to operate in the future in the frequency band subject to WRC-23 agenda item 1.9. These characteristics are intended to be used in sharing and compatibility studies and could also be used for updating existing or developing new Recommendations/Reports, as appropriate.
WP 5B will keep all the concerned Working Parties and ICAO informed of developments regarding this agenda item.
