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	SUMMARY

	Drones are growing very fast. Many Administrations and Radio regulator are seeking guidance to regulate drones’ spectrum needs.
Industry is addressing the issue in an uncoordinated way.
A globally harmonised approach I needed to identify the safety of life parts of drones’ spectrum needs, and seek a WRC-23 agenda item to secure the required adequately protected spectrum.



1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 The development of drones I very fast and uncoordinated.
1.2 There is no clearly defined spectrum requirements.
1.3 Industry using none adequately protected spectrum for safety of life services.
1.4 Most National administrations and Radio regulators are of the opinion that drones being flying objects have to be classified as aviation. 

1.5 The role of ICAO FSMP is crucial to guide Administrations.

2. DISCUSSION

2.1 The drones industry is growing very fast
2.2 Spectrum needs for drones (specific category) is addressed in an uncoordinated way, 

2.3 Most drones’ developers do not have aviation knowledge and safety culture 

2.4 In mid-long term, it is expected that technology developed for drones will drive the aviation industry
2.5 It is of the highest importance for the aviation industry to guide the development of drones 
2.5.1 to secure long-term, stable and adequately protected spectrum
2.5.2 to ensure interoperability between drones (certified and specific categories) and civil/military aviation
2.5.3 to mitigate risks by adopting globally harmonised standards

2.6 Adopt a proactive approach when addressing drones’ spectrum needs
2.7 Propose a WRC-23 agenda item to seek adequately protected spectrum to address drones’ spectrum needs for safety of life systems
