	Agenda item 9.1.4 will begin to study the operation of stations onboard sub-orbital vehicles that may be using frequencies allocated to space and terrestrial services for the purpose of TT&C, recognising that the current regulatory provisions and procedures may not be adequate for international recognition of the use of relevant frequency assignments by stations onboard sub-orbital vehicles in accordance with [COM5/7] 



1. INTRODUCTION

This agenda item will study whether the current regulatory provisions and procedures for terrestrial and space services are, or are not adequate for international recognition of the use of relevant frequency assignments by stations on board sub-orbital vehicles.  Noting Question ITU-R 259/5, on Operational and radio regulatory aspects for planes operating in the upper level of the atmosphere, and that provisions of No. 4.10 may apply for certain aspects of these operations. These studies are to be conducted to determine spectrum requirements and, based on the outcome of those studies, to consider a possible future agenda item for WRC-23.
