REVIEW OF AEROMACS MANUAL

	SUMMARY

	Attached to this WP is a draft of the manual for AeroMACS under preparation by Working Group – S (Surface) of the Communications Panel. AeroMACS is a broadband mobile communications system for use on the airport surface.The FSMP is asked to review those sections related to the use of the Aeronautical Spectrum and provide comments where needed. 


1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 The Communications Panel established the Surface Working Group (WG-S) to develop SARPS and Guidance Material for AeroMACS, a mobile broadband communications system for use on the airport surface. The SARPS have been approved by the Air Navigation Commission in late 2015 and work in underway of the development of a companion manual. WG-S plans to publish the manual by November 201 when the SARPS become applicable. 
1.2 The FSMP is invited to review the manual and provide comments as needed. 
2. DISCUSSION

2.1 The manual is divided into guidance material and a technical specification. There are Chapters 2 and 3 respectively. 

2.2 AeroMACS is based on a commercial system known as WiMAX and makes use of protected aeronautical spectrum in the 5GHz band.
