On the other hand, the Information Notes must be sent in the language(s) decided by the originator 

All documentation should be submitted no later than July 18, 2025, to be posted on the event 

website by August 1st, 2025, in order to facilitate early review by specialists and the Secretariat. Notes 

submitted after the above deadlines may be included in the documentation for the subsequent SAM/IG 

Workshop/Meeting scheduled for October 2026, subject to coordination with the Secretariat.
