Note. — Requirements concerning the qualifications, competencies, education and training of meteorological personnel in aeronautical meteorology are given in the Technical Regulations (WMO-No. 49), Volume I — General Meteorological Standards and Recommended Practices, Part V — Qualifications and Competencies of Personnel Involved in the Provision of Meteorological (Weather and Climate) and Hydrological Services, Part VI — Education and Training of Meteorological Personnel, and Appendix A regarding Basic Instruction Packages (BIP).
The Sixteenth World Meteorological Congress, by Resolution 32 (Cg-XVI)) decided to integrate into the WMO Technical Regulations a set of teaching outcomes, called the Basic Instruction Program for Meteorologists (BIP-M) designed for Forecasters and Basic Instruction Program for Meteorological Technicians (BIP-MT) designed for Observers.
