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[bookmark: dbreak]Working Party (WP) 5B thanks CCT for its liaison statement (Document 5B/70), informing the advice provided to ITU-T SG17 to consider the definition for the terms “remote pilot” and “safety manager” in the document titled “Revised baseline text for X.evtol-sec: Security guidelines and requirements for an electric vertical take-off and landing (eVTOL) vehicle in an urban air mobility (UAM) environment”.
Working Party 5B noted that some of the proposed terminologies in the above-mentioned document may not be fully accurate. 
One of the examples is the “safety manager”. While the term “safety manager” is specifically used as the manager responsible for providing guidance and direction for the planning, implementation and operation of the organization’s safety management system (SMS) and typically they have a role in regulatory compliance in aviation, the term “safety manager” in the above-mentioned document appears to be “A person who boards aircraft to ensure safety and manage passengers”. This role is typically performed by “cabin crew member”. The definition of “Cabin crew member” extracted from ICAO Annex 6 is as follows. 
Cabin crew member. A crew member who performs, in the interest of safety of passengers, duties assigned by the operator or the pilot-in-command of the aircraft, but who shall not act as a flight crew member.
