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Liaison Statement from ITU-T Study Group 17
on Aviation Applications of Cloud Computing for Flight Data Monitoring

	SUMMARY

	The attached liaison statement from ITU-T SG17 references the deliverables developed by the ITU-T Focus Group on Aviation Applications of Cloud Computing for Flight Data Monitoring (FG AC) and requests continued collaboration by ICAO, IATA and aviation experts.


	ACTION

	Review the attached liaison statement and potentially develop a response as required.
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The International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and International Air Transport Association (IATA) participated and contributed to the work of the ITU-T Focus Group on Aviation Applications of Cloud Computing for Flight Data Monitoring (FG AC).  This Focus Group completed its work, and submitted its deliverables and report for further consideration by the ITU.


A number of the deliverables or topics are identified for consideration by ITU-T Study Group 17, which is the ITU Telecommunication Standardization lead Study Group on Security. 


The collaboration of ICAO, IATA and aviation experts, through the identification of additional and specific security requirements, is necessary in order to undertake any further studies. 

The deliverables include 28 use cases, from high-priority use cases as those defined in Global Aeronautical Distress and Safety System (GADSS) to lower priority use cases related to the monitoring of flight data. The deliverables also identify and describe high-level requirements common across these use cases, e.g., security, reliability, etc.

For example, the topic related “End-to-End (E2E) security for aviation applications” is a candidate for studies on “Cyber-Security information sharing”, “Cloud Security”, “Big-data Analytics – security”, etc.  for the aviation cloud environment.

ITU-T SG17 recognizes that systems characteristics and specifications for GADSS are at a preliminary stage.  Nevertheless SG17 would appreciate any technical and operational characteristics (including systems architecture) on Global Flight Tracking or monitoring of flight data that could contribute to security-related studies for the aviation cloud.

The next meeting of SG17 is scheduled for August 29 – September 7, 2016 in Geneva.  

SG17 kindly requests your response in time for the next meeting, and invites your participation through contributions or reply liaison statements.  

SG17 looks forward to your cooperation and collaboration.
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
