	Attached to this WP is a draft of material submitted to the Communications Panel (CP) which provides a new section for Doc 9925, Manual of the Aeronautical Mobile Satellite (Route) Service, which deals with the (INMATSAT) SwiftBroadband service. The FSMP is invited to review this document and provide comments as needed prior to its publication. 


1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 At the first meeting of the Communications Panel, INMARSAT submitted a new material for inclusion in Doc 9925, Manual of the Aeronautical Mobile Satellite (Route) Service. Specifically what was  proposed was a new Part to be added to te manual. This new part deals with the (INMARSAT) SwiftBroadband system. This differs dramatically in operation and perfromance from the existing INMARSAT Classic Service and hence warrants new material in the manual. 
2. DISCUSSION

2.1 SwiftBroadband is based on 3G UMTS mobile telecommunications systems, operates over geostationary satellites, and provides both circuit-switched services (for voice) and IP-based packet-switched services (for data and voice) with a data rate of up to 432 kbit/s per channel. In Standard IP mode, the service is shared with other concurrent users of the system, ensuring best use of the available spectrum.
2.2 The FSMP is invited to review the material on SwiftBroadband, particurly Chapter 3 which provides an AMS(R)S SARPS compliance matrix.
