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	SUMMARY

	This working paper provides an update on the status of discussions within the ITU-R Working Parties 4C and 5D in finalising the Draft New Recommendation and Report on the adjacent band compatibility studies of IMT systems in the frequency band 1 492-1 518 MHz and MSS in the frequency band 1 518-1 525 MHz.  
Work is still progressing on the completion of these documents within the ITU-R.  It is requested that FSMP extends the due date of Action Item Number 10-05 to the FSMP-WG/13 meeting to permit any progress and consensus reached within the ITU-R, in identifying co-existence measures between the operation of IMT and aircraft earth stations around airports, to be reflected within the draft guidance note being developed within FSMP.  The extension will also provide additional time for the comments identified at FSMP-WG/10 to be taken into account in a revision of the draft guidelines.  It is also proposed to establish an informal correspondence group to progress the work between FSMP meetings.



1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 FSMP has been considering the issue of the protection of L-band aeronautical MES receivers by IMT/LTE systems for some time now and has developed the draft guidelines: “Proposal for draft guidelines that may be considered by spectrum regulators to ensure the protection of aeronautical MES receivers operating in the frequency band 1 518-1 525 MHz, from the introduction of IMT/LTE in the frequency band below 1 518 MHz”.  The draft guidelines are attached in Appendix H of the Report of the Tenth meeting of FSMP and contain, both the current draft guidelines and a proposed revision of them.
1.2 WPs 4C and 5D are still in the process of finalising the Draft New Recommendation and Report ITU-R M.[REP/REC MSS & IMT L-BAND COMPATIBILITY].  Currently, there is a lack of agreement within the ITU-R in identifying the appropriate emission limits on IMT systems to protect L-band aeronautical MES receivers operated at airports.
1.3 Since it would be beneficial in the guidelines to have alignment between the protection measures under review within FSMP and those that may be identified within the above referenced ITU-R Report and Recommendation, it is kindly requested that FSMP extend the due date of Action Item Number 10-05 to the FSMP-WG/13 meeting.  
2. DISCUSSION

2.1 FSMP-WG/10 identified Action Item 10-05 to review the proposals for draft guidelines and invited inputs to the next meeting.  FSMP-WG/10 also noted the existing text should be made less prescriptive and that the actual analysis should be shown.
2.2 To assist in the revision of the draft guidelines, it is proposed that an informal email correspondence group be established within FSMP by interested members, to allow the review and revision of the existing draft guideline text, with the objective of submitting a revised text for further consideration at FSMP-WG/12.
Feedback from WPs 4C and 5D

2.3 Separately, by way of feedback to FSMP, WP 4C has met virtually twice since the time of FSMP-WG/10.  It had also established a correspondence group to progress the work on the draft Recommendation and Report ITU-R M.[REP.MSS & IMT L-BAND COMPATIBILITY] between the two WP 4C meetings.

2.4 While the contents of the Report has been largely agreed within WPs 4C and 5D, there has been a lack of significant progress in finalising the Recommendation.  The delay has principally been due to a divergence in views among some of its memberships on whether or not there is a need within the Recommendation to identify protection measures for MSS systems operating in the band 1 525-1 559, or whether this should be studied separately under a new work item.  
2.5 The difference in view on the scope of the Recommendation is because the study on the protection of MSS systems operating in the frequency band above 1 525 MHz is not identified in the Resolves of Resolution 223 (Rev.WRC-19), but calls for study of MSS systems operating in the frequency band 1 518-1 525 MHz.  However, Inmarsat and a number of administrations in WPs 4C and 5D have supported the inclusion of measures also to protect MSS operations in the frequency band 1 525-1 559 MHz, since considering x) of Resolution 223 (Rev.WRC-19) notes that the frequency band 1 518-1 559 MHz is allocated in all three Regions to the MSS on a primary basis, and existing ITU-R Questions
 provide a direction for ITU-R studies to address AMS(R)S and GMDSS operations in the frequency band 1 525-1 559 MHz.

2.6 The liaison statement from ICAO to WP 5D on this topic, as well as the participation from the ICAO secretariate at the meetings, has assisted in supporting the inclusion of measures to protect aeronautical MES receivers operating in the frequency band 1 525-1 559 MHz.  However, given the slow pace of the work in the ITU-R and the reluctance of some parties to include measures to protect aeronautical MES receivers in the frequency band 1 525-1 559 MHz, the need for clear guidelines from ICAO is becoming more important.
2.7 To progress the work on the Recommendation and Report, WP 4C agreed to continue the work of the WP 4C Correspondence Group between now and the next WP 4C meeting in July 2020, and to progress the work at future WP 4C meetings.  It has also sent a liaison statement to WP 5D informing them of this decision, and that the work on documents have not yet been finalised for them to be forwarded to WP 5D for further consideration.
2.8 For information for FSMP, the WP 4C Liaison Statement to WP 5D is available in document WP 5D/520, while the current status of Recommendation ITU-R M.[REP.MSS & IMT L-BAND COMPATIBILITY] is available in Annex 6 of the WP 4C Chairman’s Report of the February 2021 meeting (document WP 4C/162, Annex 6).
2.9 It may be noted that WP 5D is scheduled to meet over 1-12 March 2021 (running in parallel with the ICAO FSMP-WG/11 meeting).  Since the work on the Recommendation and Report is still being progressed in WPs 4C and 5D, Inmarsat has submitted a proposed draft reply liaison statement from WP 5D to ICAO with the objective of informing ICAO of the continued work in this area.  The proposed draft reply will be considered at WP 5D and is available in document WP 5D/512.
3. ACTION BY THE MEETING

3.1 The meeting is invited to:

a) note and review the contents of this working paper;

b) consider extending the due date of Action Item Number 10-05 to the FSMP-WG/13 meeting;
c) consider establishing an informal email correspondence group within FSMP of interested members, to facilitate the review and revision of the existing draft guideline text contained in FSMP-WG/10 Report, Appendix H, with the objective of submitting a revised text for further consideration at FSMP-WG/12.
