1.1 The Handbook on Radio Frequency Spectrum Requirements for Civil Aviation (Doc 9718) was primarily developed by Robert Witzen and Bill Young with input from WG-F of the Aeronautical communication Panel and first published in 1998. Since then it has been updated after every World Radiocommunication Conference with a second volume on frequency planning for VHF Communication added in 2013
2. DISCUSSION

2.1 The FSMP, in it’s wisdom, has decided that whilst the current handbook is still useful it has evolved in both intended audience and required content sufficiently to warrant a rewrite rather than an.  At a previous meeting of the group it was decided that the handbook replacement should be split into 4 Volumes, the first addressing the strategy and policy, the second spectrum management, the third aviation system characteristics and the fourth frequency management.
