Regional Cooperation – How it works?

• Reasons for RAIO:
• Lack of Recourses –

• Lack of Budget

• Lack of trained Staff

• Lack of Equipment and Competencies

• Lack of Independency
• Lack of Political Resources

• Opportunity to Consolidate Resources
and to use where necessary and when necessary to needed extent.

• Staff well Trained while regular engagement in investigations.

• Laboratory, equipment and technics consolidation and share.

• Independency based on international law.

• Enlarged Trust to investigation results and recommendations.
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Regional Cooperation – How it works?

• Difficulties for RAIO:
• Differences in legislations of States.
• Cultural and language differences.
• Remote location of the RAIO’s headquarters.
• Multiple agencies and parts involvement causing delay in decision making.
• No direct legal power to influence participants.
• Political issues.
• Unwillingness and reluctance to delegate any function.

• Solutions:
• Integration of the Agreement into the national legislation.
• Unification of legislations and implementation of ICAO SARPs in States.
• Support from the governmental bodies of States.
• Independence, Professionalism, Flexibility and business-oriented strategy.
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Regional Cooperation – How it works?
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Variants of RAIO’s activity:

Is RAIO in Charge of the Investigation? Usually Yes, but not necessarily.

Is RAIO investigating any event delegated by the Agreement Usually Yes, but not necessarily.

Is RAIO making field investigation? Usually Yes, but not necessarily.

Is RAIO to be the first on the Accident Site? Usually No.

Is RAIO responsible for researches and studies? Usually Yes.

Is RAIO preparing the Draft and Final Report? Usually Yes.

Is RAIO responsible for ADREP reporting? It can vary.

Is RAIO responsible for maintaining the ADREP database and statistical 
analysis?

Usually Yes.

Is RAIO responsible for Recommendations Follow Up and monitoring? Usually No.

Is RAIO responsible for ICAO USOAP AIG in the State? Yes.
