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INSTALLATION REQUIREMENTS

	General

	
ECCAIRS software will be installed during the first day of the workshop using a stand-alone server configuration. Being ECCAIRS a highly customizable software, it requires to perform a number of manual configurations to enable access and usage of the system.

All participants must ensure to have administration privileges for the desktops or laptops in which ECCAIRS will be installed. This is essential for the workshop.

Guidance on how to perform the installation will be provided during the workshop.

In the case of participants from organisations that currently use ECCAIRS version 5, they will be allowed to use their own software, without requiring other installation. These participants must ensure to have access to ECCAIRS during the workshop.
