	i. Working Papers are usually the main basis of the meeting discussion on the various items of the agenda.

	

	ii. Working Papers should be limited to discussion on one agenda item (or sub-item) and contain, as appropriate, introduction of the matter, brief discussion and conclusion/s with specific proposal/s for action.

	

	iii. The title should be succinct and easy to read and immediately give the meeting an idea of what the paper will be addressing.

	

	iv. All of the sections of the paper should be clear and easy to understand.

	

	v. The paper should provide the meeting with the pros and cons of the current situation, as well as the proposal/s for action. It should help the meeting see how the pros (of the proposal/s for action) outweigh any detriments.

	

	vi. The paper should not be longer than two pages, though it can be shorter. Do not include any information that is off topic, less important or not directly related to the proposal/s for action. Necessary supporting information may be included in appendixes.
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
