2 TEMPORAL REFERENCE SYSTEM

The Co-ordinated Universal Time (UTC) is used in the air traffic and communications services and in the documents published by the Aeronautical Information Service (AIS), unless otherwise mentioned.

The local time for Atlantis is UTC-2 hour.

3 HORIZONTAL REFERENCE SYSTEM

The published geographical co-ordinates indicating latitude and longitude are expressed in terms of the World Geodetic System of 1984 (WGS84) geodetic reference datum.  

The projection used is, depending on the scale of the chart, Lambert Conformal Conic or Stereographic.

 4 VERTICAL REFERENCE SYSTEM 

The vertical reference system corresponds to mean sea level (MSL). 

The geoid model used for height transformation is the Earth Gravitational Model 1996 (EGM96).
5 AIRCRAFT NATIONALITY AND REGISTRATION MARKS

The nationality mark for civil aircraft in Atlantis is the letter combination XX. The nationality mark is followed by a hyphen and a registration mark, consisting of three letters (from AAA to ZZZ incl.). For (motor) gliders the registration mark consists of three or four figures (from 001 to 9999 incl.) and for MLAs the registration mark consists of a figure/letter/figure combination.
