a. Ensure the title is concise, easy to read, and immediately gives the reader an idea of what the paper will present.

	

	iii. Content:
a. Ensure all sections of the paper are clear and easy to understand, including a brief Introduction, Discussion (including conclusions/recommendations/next steps) and Action by the meeting (including specific proposals for action).

	

	iv. Length:
a. Ensure the main body of the paper is as brief as possible and preferably not longer than two pages (excluding appendices).
b. Do not include off-topic or less-important information not directly related to the proposals for action.
c. Do include necessary supporting information as appendices.

	

	v. Before submitting:
a. Ensure the paper provides the meeting with the pros and cons of the current situation and the proposals for action and helps the meeting see how the pros of the proposals for action outweigh any detriments.
