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1. 
Present 
1.1 The 24th Meeting of North Asia Regional Aviation Safety Team (NARAST) was attended by representatives from China, Hong Kong China, Macau China, DPRK, Mongolia, ROK, FAA and CAAI. 
1.2 The CTA was supported by Ms. Sun Qun Programme Secretary, Captain Chen Bin, the Flight Operation Intern from China Eastern Airlines. There were a total of 24 participants (see Attachment II for list of participants).

Venue
The Meeting was held in Beijing, China in the APAC ICAO Regional Sub-Office in advance of the 13th Asia Pacific Regional Aviation Safety Team (APRAST).

Proceedings of the Meeting
3.1 The CTA COSCAP-NA gave an opening remarks and welcome participants to attend the 24th NARAST meeting.

3.2 Raphel gave opening comments on behalf of RSO ICAO and gave a brief introduction on the business and responsibilities of RSO.
3.4 Self introduction by all the participants

3.5 The CTA COSCAP-NA facilitated the meeting, and it progressed in accordance with the Programme a copy of which is placed at Attachment I. 
I. GASP review, discussions below were made:

1. Formation of NAST in respective state to review the SEIs and have them implemented in a proper way. 

2. Update the SEI implementation status to COSCAP-NA so that we could update our database. And Stanley will introduce the implementation website where MS can update your own implementation status on the web.

3. Review the GASP together with participants, CE4 is the most weak point and priority we should focus on.
4. Introduce the SME database developed by COSCAP-SA which can be accessed by all the COSCAPs Member States for the future SME training and to promote the leverage of our own capacity within the region.
5. Accident investigation Authority 
· CAAC is responsible for the minor accident investigation and send the report to the State Council. For serious accident investigation will be undertaken by the State Council.

· Hong Kong has a newly established independent air accident investigation authority.
· Macau, the AI is under CAA which is functioning well within the Macau context. 
· The ROK independent AI organization was established in 2006 which is under the Ministry of Land Infrastructure and Transport.
· Mongolia, the independent AI organization was established. Under the Ministry of Road, Transport and Development.
· DPRK does not have the independent AI organization, but under the GACA, report directly the incident and accident to DG of GACA.

6. Runway Safety Team
· China has established Runway Safety Team in both HQs and Regional Administrations and requires every airport should establish the Runway Safety Teams.

· Mongolia has established RST.

· ROK confirms each RST should be established at every airport.

· Hong Kong, China has established RS Collaboration Team.

· DPRK has established the RST. 
· Macau, China has established the RS programme with RST

As one of the APRAST SEIs, the Checklist of ACI to establish the RST has been shared among non-ACI members. Any member state who wants to have go team for RST can go to RO for organization. The mechanism in RSO has been established and will be on the cost recovery basis.

The CTA of COSCAP-NA leads the participants to review the PD and emphasize the priorities and outcomes the COSCAP-NA can achieve in phase IV.

V. Beijing Declaration introduction
1. International airport certification

· China, all the international airports have been certified before open to the public.

· The new Mongolian international airport will be certified, all the existing Mongolian airports have been certified in accordance with ICAO and national regulations. 

· ROK, all the internals airports have been certified according to ICAO requirements 10 years ago.

· Macao, China International airport has been certified.

· Hong Kong, China International airport has been certified.

VI. RASG 8 Record of Discussions review
· Due to inconvenience of uploading materials onto ICAO website, the APAC Member States decided to establish a separate portal for information sharing. 
· Champion of the RASG will be composed of both CAA and industry partners.

· APRAST established a subgroup of Safety Team who collects data from various entities and do the analysis. AP share programme is launched to encourage member states to contribution data and financial support. Only 4-5 member states joined the programme and some air operators. 
VII. APRAST 12 Record of Discussions review
· Stanley pointed out there is approved version of regional priorities and targets but not yet published.
· In the area of SEI, better guidance materials, workshops and training courses to support the Member States to implement the SEIs.

· Mongolia commented to stay focused on regional priorities and targets.
· Stanley mentioned a survey on the priorities of SEI identification from Member States, any assistance needed? Some training on some SME have been requested which can be delivered in the Region wise or sub regions.

· SEI implementation monitoring website is currently shut down due to the hack attack and a champion member is maintaining the site. However, the reporting and updating by the Member States are very limited.

· UPRT is a mandatory requirement for all the air operators within NA region. 

· Regarding the pilot decision on go around, 42 recommendations have been generated by the FSF. IATA and FSD are working on shorten the list of recommendations into 10 items. 

· Stanley suggested COSCAP be utilized to facilitate the implementation of the SEIs generated from APRAST. RO can send the proposal to both Member States PoCs and COSCAPs to ensure the better implementation response. COSCAPs MCs can be utilized to assist the construction of SEIs implementations inputs. 
· COSCAPs can act as an information distributor to the Member Coordinators regarding the RO initiatives including SEI implementation inputs to share the information.
