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Yesterday’s meetings
Eighth Meeting of the Executive Committee

At its Eighth Meeting, held on Monday, 3 October 2016 at 0900 hours, the Executive Committee
resumed and completed its consideration of Agenda Item 31, agreeing to recommend to the Plenary for
adoption: the Assembly Resolutions relating to assistance to victims of aviation accidents and their
families, the next generation of aviation professionals, and the ICAO Gender Equality Programme
promoting the participation of women in the global aviation sector proposed by the Council in
WPs/32, /33 and /78, respectively; and the Assembly Resolution on performance-based criteria and
guidance material on aircraft disinsection and vector control measures proposed by the United States in
WP/84.

The Executive Committee then discussed Agenda Item 24 (Human Resources Management),
Agenda Item 25 (Status of the ICAO workforce) and Agenda Item 26 (Multilingualism at ICAQ) on the
basis of, inter alia, WPs/74, /73 (with Corrigendum No. 1) and /43 presented by the Council.

Under Agenda Item 27 (Increasing the efficiency and effectiveness of ICAQ), documented in
WPs/75, /22 and 79 Revised presented by the Council and related papers, the Executive Committee
agreed to recommend to the Plenary for adoption: the new Assembly Resolution on addressing the low
response rate by Member States to ICAO State letters proposed by the Council in WP/22; and the updated
Assembly Resolution on the formulation and implementation of SARPs and PANs and notification of
differences proposed by the United States in WP/86, as amended in light of the discussion thereof in the
Technical Commission and the Executive Committee.

Fifth Meeting of the Technical Commission

The Technical Commission held its fifth meeting on Monday, 3 October 2016, at 0900 hours. The
Commission resumed and completed its work on Agenda Item 37 (Other issues to be considered by the
Technical Commission).

The Technical Commission began reviewing report material and approved the reports on Agenda
Item 32 (Annual Reports of the Council to the Assembly for 2013, 2014 and 2015), Agenda Item 33
(Aviation safety and air navigation monitoring and analysis), and Agenda Item 34 (Aviation safety and air
navigation policy). The Commission began its review of the report of Agenda Item 35 (Aviation safety
and air navigation standardization).

At its next meeting, the Technical Commission will complete its review of the report material for
Agenda Item 35, Agenda ltem 36 (Aviation safety and air navigation implementation support) and
Agenda Item 37 (Other issues to be considered by the Technical Commission).

The sixth meeting of the Technical Commission will be held on Tuesday, 4 October 2016 at 0900
hours in the Roberto Kobeh Chamber (Conference Room 3), 1st Floor.

Second Meeting of the Administrative Commission

The Administrative Commission held its second and final meeting on Monday, 3 October 2016 at
0900 hours with Mr. Jorge Félix Castillo de la Paz (Cuba) as its Chairperson.

Agenda ltems 48, 50, 51, 52, 53, 54, 55, 56, 57, 58 and 49 were considered.

The Chairperson presented a draft report highlighting the discussions held and the
recommendations made, as reflected in the report.
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The Commission recommended that the Draft Report, with some minor amendments, be referred to
the Plenary for approval of the Reports and adoption of the Draft Assembly Resolutions.

In closing the meeting, the Chairperson thanked the Commission and Secretariat staff for their
contributions and commended the efficient and effective proceedings which have helped the Commission
accomplish its work.
