14.1  The airport departure tax is US$20.00. (Some airlines include it in the air ticket). 
Tourist Card is US$10.00 (applies to some countries). 
 
15 Taxes and Tips 
 
15.1  The tax on sales is included in the prices. Most restaurants include a 10% service charge, 
better check your receipt before paying. If a good service is provided, it is customary to leave an 
additional 10% to ensure the server receives a tip. 
 
16  Safety Measures 
 
16.1  Safety recommendations are those common to every city; carry only the money required 
and request transportation from the hotel taxi service. The theft of cell phones, jewellery and cameras in 
some areas of the city can occur. Pay attention when walking on foot and do not carry your cell phone 
visibly, if possible.
