Objective

Provide the necessary support to States and Air Traffic Management (ATM) stakeholders to ensure adequate preparation within the AFI Region for a
safe, effective and harmonized implementation of reduced longitudinal separations of 55.5 km (30 NM) or less in oceanic and remote airspace, and 19
km (10 NM) or less elsewhere.

Scope

The scope of the project is to address the various technical and operational topics for the longitudinal separations of 55.5 km (30 NM) or less in
oceanic and remote airspace, and 19 km (10 NM) or less elsewhere with deliverables centered around the 7 key areas namely:

a) CNS Systems and infrastructure requirements

b) Harmonized regulatory amendments required by the AFI States
¢) Training requirements for all stakeholders

d) Review and amendment of processes and procedures

e) Pre-implementation trials

f) Implementation validation

g) Post-implementation evaluation

Metrics

- The availability of required CNS systems and infrastructure

- The percentage of States with up-to-date regulations pertaining to 30/10 longitudinal separations
- The percentage of stakeholders who have completed 30/10 training programs

- Percentage of ANSPs having implemented the 30/10 project

Goals

- 100% of States/ ANSPs has implemented 30/10 longitudinal separations not later than 2027
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e Project Composition: A project team will be established by AASPG

e Coordination of the project: The coordination of the project will be carried out by the Project Team Coordinator.
Implementation of the Project activities: Each member of the project team will be assigned specific task to be achieved as per the
project work plan. The Project Team shall work with minimum of formality.

e Supporting experts: Project team members will be supported by State National Coordinator for planning and implementation (NCPI)

Strategy and State technical Focal Point (TFP) in ATM/CNS/AIM.

e Meetings: The Project Team shall convene meetings considering the schedule of project team activities. It shall make use of available
electronic communication means including teleconferencing to prepare and progress its work in between meetings and keep its
members up to date on issues of concern, as well as to discuss specific issues.

Reporting on the project implementation: Annual progress reports submitted to PRCC will enable AAO Sub-Groups and ICAO Secretariat to

assess the progress of the project and plan the next stage of the activities

Air traffic management performance improvement is hampered by the application of different separation minima across flight information

region (FIR) boundaries, or separation minima that are inconsistent with those typically applied across a region or sub-region. Many States in

the AFI make every effort to improve the efficiency of their service delivery and minimize the adverse environmental impacts of civil aviation

activities. Nonetheless, these same States also often contend with downstream bottlenecks due to the absence of seamless operations.

The fourteen Air Navigation Conference (AN-Conf/14) discussed the challenges posed by the current practices of air traffic services in the regions. It
Rationale appeared that while in many parts of the world the application of seamless or uniform separation minima is the existing doctrine, there remain

pockets of airspace which would benefit from a review and improvement of the current separations used.

The establishment of the AFI 30/10 project drive the effective, timely and harmonized implementation of the 30/10 longitudinal separations in the AFI

region.

It is essential for the AFI region to set up a framework to identify operational and technical requirements to ensure full and harmonised implementation

and that no ATM stakeholder is left behind.
