When processing the AIP amendment, the data house ANYWARE-ENCODING sent a request to ANYWERE-AIS asking for confirmation of the position and elevation of the obstacles published. As they did not receive any feedback from the AIS, they sent a reminder copying the Civil Aviation Authority. 
The AIS inspector conducting an inspection of the AIP Section raised the concern and was told that the AIS Section had received the request for publication of the obstacles from ANYWERE-AD airport operator. The analysis of the files showed that the obstacles data were collected by a surveyor with no competency in aviation sector. Moreover, the obstacle positions are not WGS-84.
To the questioning of the inspector on the process of verification and validation of aeronautical data, the AIS Section responded that they just rely on the data provided by the airport operator and therefore promulgate the data as received. There is no written process and procedure for the collection, verification, and validation of the raw data prior to publication.  No Service Level Agreement (SLA) exists between the AIS Section and the data originators, including the airport operator.
