Participants are requested to arrange their accommodation and transportation by themselves. As June 6 

is the Memorial Day (national holiday) in the Republic of Korea, a hotel reservation should be made as 

early as possible. 

 

6.   Passport, visa and customs 

 

6.1    All foreign nationals entering the Republic of Korea must possess valid passports or other 

valid documents for travel. Participants from certain countries are not required to obtain visas for a 

temporary visit not exceeding 30 days. It should, however, be noted that the temporary visas issued upon 

arrival at the Airport cannot be extended beyond the period of 30 days except under extraordinary 

circumstances. It is, therefore, suggested that non-visa exempted participants consider obtaining official 

visas from the Embassy or Consulate of the Republic of Korea prior to their arrival. Participants may wish 

to obtain information on entry requirements by accessing the web page: www.visa.go.kr/. Any request of 

invitation letter for visa arrangement should be sent to Ms. Seungwon CHANG, the Office of Civil 

Aviation, by e-mail, lovelyjoey@korea.kr. 
 

6.2   International certificates of vaccination against yellow fever are required if arriving 

within 6 days after leaving or transiting an infected area. 

 

6.3   There are restrictions on import of foreign currency. If the amount exceeds USD10,000, it 

must be declared on entry. Foreign currencies may be taken out of the country up to the amount imported 

and declared. (Current exchange rate USD 1 = KRW 1,120 approx.). 

 

7.   Other Useful Information 

 

7.1   Time in Seoul, Republic of Korea is 9 hours ahead of Co-ordinated Universal Time 

(UTC+9).

7.3   All commercial banks exchange major foreign currencies and are open from 0930 to 

1530 hours from Monday through Friday. Foreign exchange counters operated by various commercial 

banks are located at many tourist places and at the airport, also open during Saturdays and Sundays and 

on public holidays from 0900 to 2000 hours. To change travelers’ cheques, you are required to show your 

passport.

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Appendix B.           The way to get to the venue hotel using Seoul subway system 
 

 From the Yongsan station (Ibis Style Ambassador Hotel) 

 Take subway line 1, get off at the Noryangjin station (1 stop away) and transfer to line 9 (all 

stop train).  

 Get off at the National Assembly Building station (3 stops away) and use the exit 4. 

 

 From the Incheon International Airport 

 Take A’REX(Airport Railroad), get off at the Gimpo airport station (7 stops away) and 

transfer to line 9 (all stop train).  

 Get off at the National Assembly Building station (12 stops away) and use the exit 4. 
 

 Note – Subway line 9 has two types of train, express train and all stop train. The express train 

stops at some busy stations including transfer stations and doesn’t stop at the National 

Assembly Building Station.
