Texas cities, counties, transit authorities, and special purpose districts have the option of 
charging an additional local sales tax for a combined total of no more than 8.25%.  Tips in 
restaurants and related places are not normally included in the bills, except for larger groups. 
While tips are given at your discretion, waiters and waitresses at restaurants customarily receive a 
gratuity equal to 15% of the bill for good service.
