Wgh this EB, ICAO mformed States of the of the audits of SSP
mplementation. due to the lack of preparedness of States and to the fact that amendments were bemg
made to Annex 19 to the Chicago Convention — Safefy Management and the Safety Management Manual
(SMM) (Doc 9859).

2 ICAO ménlly published, m 2014, new Protocol Questions (PQs) on safety management
to be used m audtts and other contmmous tormg activities conducted under the USOAP CMA. These
PQs are available on the USOAP CMA Onkne Framework (OLF) http://www.icao.mt/usoap. They are
currently bemg used to conduct volmntary and confidentml assessments of SSP mplementation at the
request of ICAO Member States.

3. In July 2017, amended SSP-related PQs will be publshed by ICAO to reflect
Amendment 1 of Annex 19, the 4th edtion of Doc 9859 and lessons learned to date. Select States will be
approached by ICAO wgh a vew to performmg audts mchding the amended SSP-related PQs m 2018
and 2019 on a vohmtary but non-confidential bass.

4 Startmg m 2020, ICAO will perform audits usmg the amended SSP-related PQs on the
States which will meet the criteria to be established by ICAO m Ime with the Global Aviation Safety Plan
(GASP).
