

ICAO – RCR – WORKSHEET – WET AND DRY RUNWAY ONLY

The Runway Condition Report (RCR) is the basis for all runway surface condition reporting, and is a comprehensive standardized report relating to runway surface condition and its effect on the aeroplane landing and take-off performance. [Text in italic is the ICAO definition of RCR]	
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WET – Depth at or below 3 mm is not reported.
3 mm
NOTAM – ‘WET (‘Slippery wet’ runway) NOTAM published. Give additional information in plain language remark section.
Note 1.   For STANDING WATER, 04 (4 mm) is the minimum depth value at and above which the depth is reported. (From 3 mm and below, the runway third is considered WET).
