1. Introduction

1.1 The AERMET Subgroup, during its Seventh Meeting and in accordance with
GREPECAS Procedural Handbook, adopted fourteen (14) “Draft Conclusions” and five (5) “Draft
Decisions”, requiring further actions by GREPECAS prior to their implementation, and four (4)
“Decisions”, related with certain activities and internal operational arrangements of the Subgroup.

2. Discussion
2.1 Review of the actions taken related to AERMETSG/7 Meeting Report
211 Appendix A to this working paper presents the Draft Conclusions formulated by the

AERMETSG/7 Meeting, corresponding conclusions adopted by GREPECAS/13, and actions taken by the
Air Navigation Commission (ANC), as well as by CAR/SAM States/Territories/International
Organizations and/or ICAO Secretariat.

2.2.1 In Appendix B, the Meeting will find an updated list with GREPECAS

Meeting of the Subgroup.

2.3 Review of the actions taken related to the RAN CAR/SAM/3 Meeting

up on the implementation of recommendations and conclusions of the RAN CAR/SAM/3 Meeting. In
this regard, the Meeting could review the contents of Appendix C to this working paper and provide the
Secretariat updated information on the status of implementation of conclusions and recommendations
under consideration.

2.3.2 Likewise, the Group shall recall that GREPECAS agreed to update the AERMETSG
working programme in order to include a study to determine the need for VOLMET service in CAR/SAM
Regions. In this sense, a survey was sent to CAR/SAM States/Territories, IATA and IFALPA, and the
results are included in Appendix D to this working paper.

conclusions/decisions/recommendations.
