Tareas ATFM para la Copa Mundial de Cricket 2007 del Consejo Internacional de Cricket

(Presentada por Trinidad y Tobago)

RESUMEN

Trinidad y Tobago, como Relator del Comité ATM del Grupo de
Trabajo del Caribe Oriental, ha iniciado la coordinacion de planes y requisitos
para la implantacion de medidas relacionadas con la Gestion de Afluencia del
Trénsito Aéreo (ATFM) dentro de la Regién de Informacion de Vuelo (FIR) de
Piarco, incluyendo las Areas Terminales (TMA) y Zonas de Control (CTR), entre
el 1 de marzo de 2007 y el 5 de mayo de 2007, a raiz de la Copa Mundial de
Cricket 2007 (CWC 2007) del Consejo Internacional de Cricket (Internacional
Cricket Council, ICC), que se jugard en el Caribe. Previendo que habrd un
significativo aumento en el movimiento de aeronaves dentro de la FIR
hacia/desde los paises donde se realizaran los partidos, se adoptara medidas
ATFM para permitir a los usuarios del espacio aéreo realizar sus operaciones de
vuelo en forma eficiente y reducir las demoras. Se espera gque esta iniciativa
permita alcanzar un equilibrio entre demanda y capacidad en el espacio aéreo en
cuestion, y permitira perfiles de vuelo mas eficientes en términos de consumo de
combustible. Asimismo, permitira que las dependencias de control de transito
aéreo responsables por brindar servicios ATC en la FIR Piarco logren una mayor
flexibilidad operacional en base al concepto de equilibrio entre la demanda y la
capacidad (DCB), a la vez que propiciara la seguridad operacional, el orden y la
celeridad. Esta nota brinda informacion sobre las tareas a llevarse a cabo, asi
como un informe sobre los avances logrados.

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1. Antecedentes

11 Durante la 30% Reunion del Grupo de Trabajo del Caribe Oriental (E/CAR/WG/30) de la OACI,
realizada en Castries, Santa Lucia, del 7 al 11 de agosto de 2006, un grupo ad-hoc del Comité ATM
E/CAR discuti6 el impacto que el Programa de Partidos del Torneo CWC 2007 del ICC (Apéndice A)
tendria sobre la ATM en la Region E/CAR.

1.2 En su informe al plenario de la reunién E/CAR/WG/30, el grupo ad hoc observd que la
Ceremonia Oficial de Apertura de la CWC 2007 del ICC estaba programada para el 11 de marzo de 2007
en Jamaica, y que el partido final del Torneo se realizara el 28 de abril de 2007 (siendo el 29 de abril un
dia reservado/de contingencia) en Barbados, y sesenta y seis (66) otros partidos (incluyendo partidos de
calentamiento) desde el 5 de marzo de 2007 hasta la culminacion de las semi-finales el 26 de abril de
2007, inclusive, se jugaran en Jamaica, Guyana y siete otros Estados (Antigua y Barbuda, Barbados,
Granada, Santa Lucia, San Kitts/Nevis, San Vicente y las Granadinas, y Trinidad y Tobago), los cuales
estan ubicados dentro de la FIR Piarco.

1.3 La reunion E/CAR/WG/30 reconoci6 que, durante el periodo entre el 1 de marzo y el 5 de mayo
de 2007, habria un significativo aumento de los movimientos de transito aéreo en la sub-region, y que
sera necesario trabajar con miras a la implantacién de cierto grado de ATFM para manejar el incremento
en el volumen de transito.

2. Discusién

2.1 Con el fin de implantar medidas ATFM durante el Torneo CWC 2007 del ICC, se desarroll6 un
Plan de Accion. Igualmente, para llevar a cabo el trabajo, se creé un equipo dirigido por el Relator
(Trinidad y Tobago) del Comité ATM del E/CAR, y que incluia a los puntos de contacto (POCs) ATM de
los Estados y Territorios comprendidos en la FIR Piarco y Estados Unidos.

2.2 Para la planificacion de este importante evento, se ha contemplado tres (3) fases relacionadas con
las metodologias y la orientacion para la implantacion de los servicios ATFM. EIl Plan consta de las
siguientes fases:

e Fase estratégica

De agosto de 2006 a mediados de noviembre de 2006
recoleccién y andlisis de datos

- 15 de septiembre de 2006
emision de una circular de informacion aeronautica (AIC) inicial
comun sobre las operaciones aéreas durante la CWC 2007

- De mediados de noviembre de 2006 al 1 de enero de 2007
desarrollo y culminacion de la estrategia ATFM E/CAR

Del 2 de enero de 2007 al 28 de febrero
estrategias ATFM finalizadas y promulgadas

e Fase pre-tactica

o Fase tactica - Del 1 de marzo de 2007 al 5 de mayo de 2007
operaciones ATFM
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2.3 Asimismo, se acordod que, a fin de realizar un debido analisis del transito aéreo proyectado, serd
necesario contar con estadisticas sobre:

- el transito aéreo entre los meses de enero a abril, para los afios 2004, 2005, 2006;

- capacidad aeroportuaria, incluyendo capacidad de plataforma;

- capacidad de aproximacion;

- capacidad en ruta, incluyendo la capacidad de las TMA,;

- demanda adicion (Copa Mundial) de transito aéreo comercial, donde la hubiere; y

- demanda de trénsito aéreo de aviones a reaccion corporativos/de negocios, donde la
hubiere.

24 En base a los requisitos para el desarrollo del proyecto, se elabord una tabla conteniendo las
tareas, fechas propuestas, persona o agencia responsable y comentarios, a fin de hacer el seguimiento de
las actividades. (Apéndice B).

2.5 Se acordd que, a fin de notificar a los usuarios del espacio aéreo en forma temprana, los Estados y
Territorios E/CAR difundiran, lo mas pronto posible, informacién sobre la Copa Mundial de Cricket 2007
y las posibles restricciones de capacidad aeroportuaria y en los servicios de transito aéreo. Los Estados y
Territorios E/CAR enviarian a la Oficina NOTAM Internacional (NOF) de Piarco los datos necesarios
para la emision de un NOTAM en relacién a toda restriccion en tierra y en el aire aplicable a los
respectivos aeropuertos y espacios aéreos terminales. Asimismo, se acord6 que las deficiencias existentes
en la sub-region E/CAR tendrén que ser corregidas mucho antes de la CWC 2007. También se considerd
la posibilidad que, durante este periodo, las oficinas ATC y AIS exijan la presentacion de los planes de
vuelo en un periodo de tiempo superior al estipulado en el Doc 4444 PANS ATM y que el ATC restrinja
la cancelacion de vuelos IFR a vuelos VFR. A fin de tratar los aspectos aqui indicados, los Servicios de
Informacién Aeronautica de Barbados, las Antillas Francesas y Trinidad y Tobago emitieron una Circular
Aeronautica inicial coman el 15 de septiembre de 2006 (Apéndice C).

2.6 Todos los Estados y Territorios E/CAR han reconocido la necesidad de garantizar la
disponibilidad de personal en suficiente nimero como para manejar el aumento proyectado de transito
aéreo durante el periodo. Se ha instado a los Estados y Territorios E/CAR a que finalicen y suscriban
Cartas Operacionales de Acuerdo ATS revisadas a mas tardar el 1 de diciembre de 2006, ya que las
disposiciones del método detallado generaran un método mas eficaz para la coordinacion del transito
aéreo en la sub-region E/CAR.

2.7 Con el fin de implantar las medidas de flujo en forma efectiva, se acordé que el ACC de Piarco
estableceria una FMU con el fin de gestionar el transito aéreo durante la CWC 2007. Asimismo, se
exigira a todas las otras dependencias ATC (especialmente, a las TMA) en la FIR Piarco que establezcan
FMP en sus respectivas dependencias. Con ese fin, Estados Unidos ofrecié a la sub-region E/CAR la
utilizacion de las instalaciones de comunicacién telefénica del Centro de Mando de la FAA para la
realizacion de teleconferencias a partir de noviembre de 2006, a fin de apoyar las iniciativas de
planificacion, y para coordinar las operaciones de todos los dias durante la CWC 2007. Esta oferta ha
sido gratamente aceptada. Las instalaciones de teleconferencia seran un gran aporte para lograr la
eficiencia que requiere la ATFM, ya que habria sido muy dificil acelerar las actividades e implantar el
servicio para la CWC 2007.
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2.8 Los Apéndices D, E y F ofrecen una actualizacion del estado de las actividades relacionadas con
la implantacion de las medidas ATFM para la CWC 2007 del ICC.

3. Conclusion

3.1 Tomando en cuenta las iniciativas del GREPECAS de la OACI para la implantacion de la ATFM
en las Regiones CAR/SAM, la E/CAR, a través del plan esbozado, esta trabajando para garantizar una
méxima eficiencia en el logro de un equilibrio entre la demanda y la capacidad ATC, y para propiciar una
afluencia de transito segura, ordenada y oportuna durante la CWC 2007 del ICC. EI objetivo de las
medidas ATFM a ser implantadas con ocasion de la CWC 2007 del ICC es lograr un equilibrio entre la
demanda y la capacidad de los servicios ATS y el régimen de aceptacion de los aeropuertos.

4 Accion sugerida

4.1 Teniendo en cuenta los antecedentes de la actividad arriba mencionada, se invita a la Reunién a:

Introduction

Air Traffic Flow Management (ATFM) is a service established with the objective of
contributing to safe, orderly and expeditious flow of air traffic by ensuring that ATC
capacity is utilized to the maximum extent possible, and that the traffic volume is
compatible with the capacities declared by the appropriate ATS authority. Arising from
ICC Cricket World Cup 2007 in the Caribbean, and with anticipation that there will be a
significant increase in aircraft movements within the FIR to/from match venue countries
it is imperative that measures are implemented to enable ATC to efficiently handle the air
traffic during the period.

The implementation of ATFM in the Piarco FIR will permit airspace users to conduct
their flight operations with efficiency and reduced delays. The ATFM Service will
increase airspace capacity, provide more fuel-efficient flight profiles, and afford greater
operational flexibility to the air traffic control units that are responsible for the provision
of ATC services in the Piarco FIR through Demand Capacity Balancing.

Purpose

This AIC serves as Notice of Intent to implement ATFM Procedures to facilitate the flow
of air traffic and reduce delays in the Piarco FIR, including the TMAs and CTRs from 01
March 2007 to 05 May 2007.

Area of Application

ATFM shall be applied in Piarco UTA/CTA and in the TMAs and CTRs.

4, Operations within the Piarco FIR
4.1 Starting 01 March 2007, only aircraft with an approved and coordinated Estimated Time
of Departure (ETD) and/or FPL Boundary Estimate (EST) arrived at through the process
of Collaborative Decision Making will be allowed to operate in the Piarco FIR inclusive
of all TMAs and CTRs, with the following exceptions:

- State aircraft and humanitarian flights will be allowed to operate in the airspace
prior coordination. Prior coordination means the filing of a flight plan indicating
special flight circumstance in Item 18 of the FPL. EXAMPLE ATE or
RMK/HUMANITARIAN flight. ®
