DECLARATION ON AVIATION SECURITY AND AVIATION SECURITY
REGIONAL CONFERENCES
Declaration on Aviation Security
As a consequence of the continuing and evolving threat to civil aviation, the 37th Session of the ICAO Assembly in October 2010 unanimously adopted the Declaration on Aviation Security, reaffirming Member States’ commitment to strengthen global aviation security.

The Assembly Declaration was shaped by a series of Ministerial-level regional conferences promoted by ICAO in 2010. The conferences held in Mexico, Tokyo, Abuja, and Abu Dhabi respectively were successful in building international consensus on critical aviation security priorities and issues, including regional conference declarations. The Assembly Declaration on Aviation Security incorporated the key elements of these regional conference declarations, notably their emphasis on improving and strengthening information collection and sharing, technological cooperation, international standards and efforts to assist States in resolving security deficiencies.
Future Regional Aviation Security Conferences

Considering the successful outcome of the regional aviation security conferences held in 2010, and recognizing that global implementation of the Assembly Declaration on Aviation Security will be the measure of long-term success, ICAO is actively promoting a second series of regional conferences on aviation security in 2011. A key objective of the regional conferences is to promote effective global implementation of the Declaration on Aviation Security by fostering international cooperation at the regional level, particularly with regard to coordinating assistance efforts. The conferences would facilitate a review of the actions taken, and those in progress or planned by States to strengthen aviation security in accordance with the Declaration on Aviation Security in all ICAO regions. Each conference, on conclusion is expected to adopt a statement/roadmap on regional aviation security enhancement that will collectively assist to build consensus in advance of an international high-level conference on aviation security, which may be held in 2012. 
Outcome of the India Regional Aviation Security Conference
The first in the second series of regional aviation security conferences concluded in New Delhi on 15 February 2011. India hosted the conference, with ICAO’s support and participation, and involved representatives from a number of States in the region, observer States and organizations, including industry representatives and ICAO’s Secretary General. The conference concluded with the adoption by participating States of a Joint Statement on enhancing aviation security.
Planned Regional Aviation Security Conferences
The Russian Federation has agreed to conduct a regional conference in Moscow commencing on 21 November 2011, and discussions are under way with a number of States in other regions to host future events. 

Sponsoring a Regional Conference

Sponsoring a regional conference promotes international cooperation and demonstrates the host State’s strong commitment to aviation security. ICAO proposes to work closely with host States to ensure the success of these events. In each case, ICAO encourages host States to extend invitations across their region and to include participation by key partners from outside the region, as appropriate. Director Generals are encouraged to lead Delegations to facilitate discussions on implementation matters.
The host State would be responsible for providing an appropriate conference venue, making logistical arrangements, inviting participants and funding ICAO participation. To ensure no State in need of aviation security assistance is excluded from participating, interested donor States and other stakeholders are strongly encouraged to finance participation by such States when their attendance is not possible. ICAO is prepared to support each conference by providing assistance, as required, in development of the conference programme, drafting the conference statement/roadmap, and providing keynote and expert speakers.
