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CORSIA VERIFICATION
Verifi cation of data compiled by aeroplane operators ensures the consistency of 
information, and identifi es any potential errors in the CO2 Emissions Reports (including 
additional information on the use of CORSIA eligible fuels, if applicable) and Emissions Unit 
Cancellation Reports.

An internal pre-verifi cation by the aeroplane operator is recommended. 

 An aeroplane operator conducts an internal verifi cation of its data 
before submitting the report to the verifi cation body. 

A third-party verifi cation of the report is performed by an independent 
third-party verifi cation body, before the operator reports to the State 
Authority.

 A verifi cation body conducts the verifi cation according to an 
ISO Standard*, and the CORSIA-specifi c requirements described 
in Annex 16, Volume IV, Appendix 6.

After the third-party verifi cation, State Authority conducts an order of 
magnitude check. 

 This is the check performed by a State to verify the data against 
diff erent sources of information that the State has access to.

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CORSIA foresees a three-step verifi cation pathway, which involves diff erent 
stakeholders: 
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In order to verify the report of the aeroplane operator under CORSIA, a verifi cation body 
must be accredited  by a National Accreditation Body to an ISO Standard **, and to the 
relevant requirements described in Annex 16, Volume IV, Appendix 6. 

ICAO’s Global Aviation Training Offi  ce has launched a CORSIA Verifi cation Course, which will 
be off ered by training centers in all ICAO Regions, and is aimed to provide training on how to 
verify the reports prepared by aeroplane operators.
