5.2.2	Noting serious concerns from different particpants on the progress of WRC-27 Agenda item 1.7 and its relevant ITU-R studies related to the radio altimeter, the States/Administrations were urged to follow ICAO Assembly Resolution A41-7 (which is amended at the 42nd Assembly) to strongly support both the ICAO frequency spectrum strategy and position at WRCs.  Specifically the States/Administrations were encouraged to communicate with radio regulatory authorities for  ensuring, to the maximum extent possible, that the ICAO position was accounted for in the development of national and regional positions.  It has also highly recommended that delegations to regional conferences, ITU study groups and WRCs include experts from their civil aviation authorities and other civil aviation stakeholders who are fully prepared to represent aviation interests.
