ITU-R Working Party (WP) 4C thanks the IMO and IMSO for the liaison statement provided in the document related to “Availability of radio frequency spectrum for mobile satellite communications” (Doc. 4C/361).
Resolution 223 (Rev.WRC-15) invites ITU-R to conduct compatibility studies between IMT in 1 492-1 518 MHz and MSS in 1 518-1 525 MHz. This Resolution also invites ITU-R to develop frequency arrangements for IMT in 1 427-1 518 MHz taking into account the results of those studies. WP 4C, together with ITU-R WP 5D, is working on studies related to IMT/MSS compatibility, as required by Resolution 223 (Rev.WRC-15). The two working parties are working on development of a new ITU-R Recommendation and a new ITU-R Report to address compatibility measures which may address those MES used for GMDSS operations in the band 1 530-1 544 MHz. Once the results of the studies become available, WP 4C would share the results with IMO/IMSO.
