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	SUMMARY

	This working paper discusses the role of ICAO FSMP in addressing radio frequency interference issues. While the job card FSMP.004.01 currently outlines the role of the ICAO FSMP in addressing the impacts of radio frequency interference on CNS systems, it does not address a similar need for other non-CNS avionics that may be critical for the safety of flight operations. This working paper proposes some changes in the Job Card FSMP.004.001 to address this need. 


1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 The job card FSMP.004.01 “Address radio frequency interference issues for aviation and the need for action by States, ICAO and international organizations together” reconfirms the need to address and monitor interference, including aeronautical sources, non-aeronautical sources, and malicious interference to aeronautical systems. New interference issues need to be addressed in a timely manner, on a case by case basis, as they appear and may cause a serious impact to safety and efficiency of flights. 
2. DISCUSSION

2.1 While the job card FSMP.004.01 confirms the need to address interference issues and securing the protection for aeronautical communication, navigation and surveillance (CNS) systems, it does not address a similar need for other non-CNS avionics that may be critical for the safety of flight operations. These 
non-CNS avionics, such as flight controls, weather systems and flight recorders, are important for flight safety, but may not traditionally be considered a part of CNS systems. Due to their safety functions, however, these on-board avionics need to be operated under an environment that is free from harmful radio frequency interference.
2.2 Modern and new-generation on-board avionics will play critical roles in flight operations and will require an operating environment in which the avionics can safely operate without impacts of harmful interference. This requirement and its eventual safety implications were amplified by the recent frequency allocation for Wireless Avionic Intra-Communication (WAIC) by the 2015 World Radiocommunication Conference.   

2.3 It is thus recommended that the ICAO FSMP review the job card FSMP 004.01 to address this issue. Recommended changes are provided for the FSMP’s consideration as shown in Attachment A.  
3. ACTION BY THE MEETING

3.1 The meeting is invited to:

1) review and agree on the proposed changes in FSMP job card FSMP.004.01 as shown in the Attachment A;  and

2) request the panel secretariat bring to this proposed change to the consideration of the ICAO ANC.
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
